	Big Idea
	European explorers came to Florida for God, gold, and glory — but their arrival changed Florida and its Native peoples forever.

	Essential Questions
	Why did Europeans explore Florida? How did colonization change Native American life? What lasting impact did Spain have on Florida?

	Materials Needed
	Blank Florida/world maps, explorer trading card templates, informational texts, document camera, index cards, chart paper, markers, globe or world map

	Vocabulary
	explorer, colonization, expedition, conquistador, mission, colony, convert, treaty, epidemic, cession, indigenous, settlement, navigator




	DAY
1
	UNIT 2 — European Exploration & Colonization of Florida
Why Did Europeans Come to Florida? — The Age of Exploration
Standard: SS.4.A.3.1 — Identify explorers who came to Florida and their reasons



	Objective
	Students will explain the motivations (God, gold, glory) that drove European exploration and locate Florida on a world map in relation to Europe.

	Duration
	60 minutes

	Materials
	World map or globe, K-W-L chart paper, trade route map handout, "3 G's" graphic organizer

	Vocabulary
	explorer, navigation, trade route, motivation, expedition, conquest



	LESSON OUTLINE



	🔔  Warm-Up / Hook  (10 min)



Geography Intro: Display a world map. Ask students: "If you wanted to get from Spain to Asia by sea in 1490, how would you do it?" Let students trace routes. Point out that there was no known route around Africa yet (or through the Americas, because Europeans didn't know it existed).

K-W-L Chart: Begin a class K-W-L chart titled 'European Exploration of Florida.' Students contribute what they KNOW and what they WANT to know. Leave the LEARNED column for the end of the unit.

	▶  Teacher Note
Students may bring up Christopher Columbus. Affirm the connection — Columbus's 1492 voyage opened up European awareness of the Americas. Explain that Florida would be 'discovered' by Europeans just 21 years later, in 1513.



	📖  Direct Instruction — The 3 G's  (15 min)



Introduce the three main motivations for European exploration using the '3 G's' framework:

	The 'G'
	What it Means

	✝
	GOD
	Catholic Spain wanted to convert indigenous people to Christianity and spread their religion.

	💰
	GOLD
	Explorers hoped to find riches — gold, silver, and valuable resources — to bring back to Spain.

	🏆
	GLORY
	Explorers and the Spanish crown wanted fame, power, and to expand Spain's empire.



Also explain: The Spanish government (the Crown) funded expeditions in exchange for a share of any profits. Explorers were called conquistadors — meaning 'conquerors.' Their goal was to claim land and resources for Spain.

	🗺️  Guided Practice — Trade Route Map  (20 min)



Students receive a world map and trace/label:
1. Spain's location on the map — label it
1. The Atlantic Ocean — label it
1. Florida — label it and circle it
1. Draw a dotted arrow showing the general path ships would take from Spain to Florida
1. Label the Caribbean Sea
1. Mark Africa and the Indian Ocean — explaining why Europeans wanted an alternate route to Asia

	▶  Discussion Question
"If you were a Spanish king or queen and you heard there was a new land across the ocean, what would you want to do? What would you want to find there?" Connect student answers back to the 3 G's.



	📝  Exit Ticket  (5 min)



Students write or share aloud:
1. "Name the 3 G's and explain what each one means in your own words."
1. "Which motivation do YOU think was most important to the Spanish? Why?"

	UNIT 2 — European Exploration & Colonization of Florida
Juan Ponce de León — Florida's First European Explorer
Standard: SS.4.A.3.1



	Objective
	Students will describe Juan Ponce de León's expedition to Florida, explain why he came, and understand the significance of the name 'Florida.'

	Duration
	60 minutes

	Materials
	Ponce de León biography passage, Florida expedition map, comprehension question cards, legend of the Fountain of Youth background info

	Vocabulary
	conquistador, expedition, Pascua Florida, indigenous, claim, navigate



	LESSON OUTLINE



	🔔  Hook  (8 min)



Legend Hook: Tell students: "I want to tell you about a legend — a story people believed for a long time. It says there is a magical spring somewhere in Florida. If you drink from it, you will never grow old. Would you go looking for it?" Take responses, then say: "One Spanish explorer may have believed something similar — and that search is part of why Europeans first came to Florida."

	📖  Direct Instruction  (12 min)



Key facts about Juan Ponce de León:
1. Born in Spain around 1460; trained as a soldier and explorer
1. Served with Columbus on his second voyage in 1493
1. Became governor of Puerto Rico (then called Borinquén) in 1509
1. Heard stories from the Taíno people about a land to the north called 'Bimini' — possibly with a Fountain of Youth
1. Set sail in March 1513 with 3 ships and about 200 men
1. April 2, 1513 — sighted land near present-day St. Augustine; it was Easter season (Pascua Florida in Spanish)
1. Named the land 'La Florida' — meaning 'Land of Flowers' or 'Flowery Easter'
1. Explored the coast, encountered the Calusa, and was driven off
1. Returned in 1521 to establish a settlement — was fatally wounded by a Calusa arrow and died in Cuba

	▶  Important Clarification
The 'Fountain of Youth' story is largely a legend. There is no strong historical evidence that Ponce de León believed in or searched for it. The story became popular AFTER his death. Focus students on his documented motivations: claiming land for Spain, finding resources, and gaining glory.



	📖  Guided Reading + Comprehension  (25 min)



Students read the Ponce de León biography passage (in the student worksheet packet, WS 1) and answer comprehension questions. Then pairs discuss:
1. "Why do you think the Calusa fought against Ponce de León?"
1. "How did Ponce de León's expedition change what Europeans knew about North America?"
1. "If you were a Calusa leader and a Spanish ship appeared — what would you think and do?"

	▶  Perspective Check
Remind students that we tend to tell this story from the European perspective. Emphasize that Florida was NOT an empty or 'undiscovered' land — millions of people already lived there. Ponce de León did not 'discover' Florida; he was the first European to document landing there.



	📝  Exit Ticket  (5 min)



Students list 3 facts about Ponce de León's expedition and answer: "Why is the NAME 'Florida' important historically?"

Hernando de Soto — Hero or Villain?
Standard: SS.4.A.3.1, SS.4.A.3.2



	Objective
	Students will describe de Soto's expedition through Florida, evaluate his impact on Native peoples, and construct a position statement using evidence.

	Duration
	60 minutes

	Materials
	De Soto route map (Florida portion), "Hero or Villain" T-chart, de Soto facts cards (cut apart), debate preparation sheet

	Vocabulary
	expedition, route, conflict, impact, perspective, evidence, claim



	LESSON OUTLINE



	🔔  Hook  (5 min)



Provocative Question: "Can someone do something brave AND terrible at the same time? Can a person be a hero to some people and a villain to others?" Take quick responses. Tell students: "Today's explorer is one of the most controversial figures in early Florida history."

	📖  Direct Instruction — De Soto's Expedition  (15 min)



1. Born in Spain around 1500; experienced conquistador who helped conquer Peru under Pizarro
1. Appointed Governor of Cuba and Florida by the King of Spain in 1537
1. Led a massive expedition: 600+ soldiers, horses, war dogs, and pigs — landed near Tampa Bay in 1539
1. Spent 4 years marching through Florida and across the Southeast looking for gold and a wealthy Native civilization like the Aztec or Inca
1. His army attacked Native villages, took food and supplies by force, enslaved Native guides
1. Carried diseases that spread to Native populations, killing thousands
1. Found no gold; crossed the Mississippi River (first European to do so) but his army was exhausted
1. De Soto died of fever in 1542 near the Mississippi — his men secretly threw his body in the river so Native peoples would not know he had died
1. His expedition left a trail of destruction across the Southeast but produced detailed maps of the interior

	▶  Key Teaching Point
De Soto's expedition is a powerful example of how to teach multiple perspectives. From Spain's view, he was a courageous explorer who expanded knowledge of the continent. From the perspective of Native peoples, he was a violent invader who brought death and destruction.



	✏️  Map Activity + Debate Prep  (25 min)



Part 1 — Map (10 min): Students trace de Soto's route through Florida on their maps and mark 3 locations where significant events occurred.

Part 2 — Hero or Villain Debate (15 min): 
Divide the class in half. One side prepares arguments that de Soto was a 'hero' (from Spain's perspective). The other side argues he was a 'villain' (from Native peoples' perspectives). Students use fact cards to find evidence.

Run a structured debate: Each side shares 2 arguments, then responds to the other side. End with:
1. "Does it matter WHOSE perspective we're looking from?"
1. "Can both sides be right at the same time?"

	📝  Exit Ticket  (10 min)



Individual written response (collected):
"Was Hernando de Soto a hero or a villain? Write a position statement using at least TWO pieces of evidence to support your view. Remember to consider different perspectives."

Florida's Explorers — Trading Card Research Activity
Standard: SS.4.A.3.1



	Objective
	Students will research an assigned Florida explorer and create an informational trading card presenting key facts, motivations, and impact.

	Duration
	60 minutes

	Materials
	Explorer trading card templates (WS 3 in student packet), explorer reference sheets (one per explorer), colored pencils, encyclopedias or approved websites

	Vocabulary
	biography, primary source, motivation, impact, legacy, territory



	LESSON OUTLINE



	🔔  Hook  (5 min)



Sports Card Connection: Show students a real sports trading card (or display one). Ask: "What information is on a baseball card? What makes someone worthy of their own card?" Connect this to historians — we can think of explorers as the 'all-stars' of their era. Today they'll create history trading cards.

	📋  Explorer Assignments  (5 min)

	✏️  Trading Card Research & Creation  (35 min)



Students use their reference sheets and the trading card template (WS 3) to fill in:
1. Explorer's full name and country
1. Years/dates of Florida exploration
1. Main motivation — which of the 3 G's applied?
1. Route or territory explored (draw on mini-map)
1. One major accomplishment
1. One negative consequence of their expedition
1. Fun fact or surprising detail
1. Illustration: Draw a portrait or symbol of the explorer

	▶  Differentiation
Struggling learners: Provide sentence frames ('This explorer came from ___ and his/her main goal was ___'). Advanced learners: Add a paragraph comparing their explorer to another explorer studied this week. ELL support: Provide key vocabulary in student's home language if available.



	💬  Gallery Share  (10 min)



Students do a brief gallery walk, viewing 4–5 other cards. On a sticky note, they leave one comment or question for each card they visit. End with: "Which explorer do you think had the BIGGEST impact on Florida? Why?"

	▶  Assessment
Trading cards are collected as an activity grade. Evaluate based on: accuracy of historical facts, completeness, quality of explanation (motivation + impact), and effort on the illustration.

Spanish Missions — Spreading Faith, Claiming Land
Standard: SS.4.A.3.1, SS.4.A.3.2



	Objective
	Students will explain the purpose of Spanish missions in Florida, describe how missions worked, and evaluate their impact on Native peoples from multiple perspectives.

	Duration
	60 minutes

	Materials
	Mission diagram handout, mission map of Florida, colored pencils, "Who Benefited?" response card

	Vocabulary
	mission, friar, convert, Christianity, colonization, labor, resistance, indigenous



	LESSON OUTLINE



	🔔  Hook  (8 min)



Image Analysis: Display an image of a Spanish mission (Mission Nombre de Dios in St. Augustine is ideal — available via Florida Memory). Ask: 'What do you see? What was this building used for? Who built it? Who lived here?'

	📖  Direct Instruction — What Was a Mission?  (15 min)



Explain the mission system:
1. A mission was a religious settlement built by the Spanish Catholic Church, run by friars (priests called Franciscans)
1. Purpose: Convert Native peoples to Christianity — this fulfilled the 'God' goal of colonization
1. Also served Spain's political goals: missions established Spanish presence and control over territory
1. Florida had over 100 missions at the system's peak (1600s), stretching from St. Augustine across North Florida to the Panhandle
1. Native peoples at missions were expected to: attend church, give up traditional religious practices, learn Spanish, and provide labor for the mission
1. Many Native peoples resisted — some ran away, some staged uprisings
1. In 1704, English raiders from South Carolina (with Creek allies) destroyed most Florida missions and enslaved thousands of Native Floridians

	▶  Background for Teachers
The mission system is complex. Friars sometimes protected Native peoples from the worst abuses of colonists, but the system also forced cultural change, religious conversion, and unpaid labor. It's appropriate for 4th graders to grapple with this complexity using age-appropriate language.



	✏️  Mission Diagram Activity  (20 min)



Students label and color a diagram of a typical Florida Spanish mission, identifying: church building, friar's quarters, Native housing, farm/fields, well, defensive wall, and storehouse.

Then students add thought bubbles for two people in the diagram:
1. A Spanish friar — What does he think the mission is for?
1. A Timucua or Apalachee person living at the mission — What do they think about being here?

	💬  Reflection Discussion  (12 min)



Use these questions to guide discussion:
1. "Who benefited from the mission system? Who lost out?"
1. "Was it possible for a Native person to truly choose to become Christian, given the power Spain had over them?"
1. "The missions are gone now — what do you think Florida would look like today if Spain had never built them?"

	▶  Assessment — Exit Ticket
"Describe the purpose of the Spanish missions from TWO different perspectives: the Spanish friar and a Native Florida person. Who had more power in this situation?" (3–4 sentences)

	UNIT 2 — European Exploration & Colonization of Florida
How Did European Contact Change Native Peoples?
Standard: SS.4.A.3.2



	Objective
	Students will identify multiple causes and effects of European colonization on Florida's Native peoples and construct a cause-and-effect graphic organizer.

	Duration
	60 minutes

	Materials
	Cause-and-effect worksheet (WS 4 in student packet), "Before & After" images of Florida Native peoples, class timeline

	Vocabulary
	epidemic, disease, immunity, displacement, forced labor, resistance, depopulation, colonization



	LESSON OUTLINE



	🔔  Hook — Before & After  (8 min)



Data Reveal: Write two numbers on the board: '500,000' and '2,000'. Ask: "What could these numbers represent?" After guesses, reveal: Before European contact, there were approximately 500,000 Native people in Florida. By 1700, there were fewer than 2,000. Ask: "What happened?"

	📖  Direct Instruction — Multiple Causes  (15 min)



Walk through each cause and its effects:

	European Action (Cause)
	Effect on Native Peoples

	Europeans brought new diseases (smallpox, measles, typhus)
	Native peoples had no immunity — diseases spread rapidly, killing up to 90% of some communities. Entire villages disappeared within years.

	Spanish built missions and required Native labor
	Native peoples were forced to work on Spanish farms and construction, often without pay. Traditional farming and food systems collapsed.

	Conquistadors attacked villages for food and slaves
	Native communities were disrupted, people killed or enslaved. Many fled their homelands, breaking apart communities.

	Europeans claimed Native land as Spanish territory
	Native peoples lost their traditional territories, hunting grounds, and sacred sites. Their political power was eliminated.

	English raiders attacked Spanish missions (1704)
	Thousands of surviving Native Floridians were killed or enslaved. The mission system collapsed, and most remaining Native peoples fled or disappeared.



	✏️  Cause & Effect Graphic Organizer  (25 min)



Students complete WS 4 (Cause & Effect Chart) independently, then share with a partner. Encourage them to use specific evidence from today's lesson and from the Unit 1 content they already know about specific tribes.

	▶  Connecting to Unit 1
Ask students: 'Which tribe we studied in Unit 1 was most affected by European contact? Use your comparison chart from Unit 1 to help you answer.' This strengthens cross-unit thinking and reinforces prior learning.



	📝  Exit Ticket + Class Discussion  (12 min)



Students respond in writing:
"Of all the effects of European contact on Florida's Native peoples, which do you think was the MOST devastating? Use evidence to explain your thinking."

Close with a brief class share. Honor the gravity of this history — acknowledge that the destruction of Florida's original peoples was a tragedy.

France vs. Spain — The Battle for Florida
Standard: SS.4.A.3.1



	Objective
	Students will explain why France and Spain competed for control of Florida and describe the establishment and destruction of Fort Caroline.

	Duration
	60 minutes

	Materials
	Fort Caroline map, role-play script cards (French settler, Spanish soldier, Timucua witness), timeline strips

	Vocabulary
	colony, fort, Huguenot, Catholic, Protestant, rival, territory, massacre



	LESSON OUTLINE



	🔔  Hook  (8 min)



Setup: "Spain thought Florida was theirs. But another powerful European country had different ideas. What would happen if two strong countries both wanted the same land?" Brief discussion, then introduce France as the rival power.

	📖  Direct Instruction — France in Florida  (15 min)



1. 1562: French explorer Jean Ribault leads Huguenot (French Protestant) settlers to the Atlantic coast
1. 1564: French settlers establish Fort Caroline near present-day Jacksonville — first French colony in North America
1. Spain was furious — they considered Florida their territory (from Ponce de León's 1513 claim)
1. 1565: King Philip II of Spain sends Pedro Menéndez de Avilés to destroy the French colony
1. Menéndez arrives, founds St. Augustine (September 8, 1565) — the oldest continuously occupied European city in the U.S.
1. Menéndez attacks Fort Caroline — kills most French settlers; the few survivors who are Catholic are spared
1. This also had a religious dimension: Catholic Spain vs. Protestant France
1. Florida becomes firmly Spanish — it would remain so for the next 200+ years

	🎭  Role-Play Simulation  (25 min)



Students receive a perspective card (French settler, Spanish soldier, or Timucua witness). In small groups, they discuss:
1. "What is happening in Florida right now?" (from their perspective)
1. "What do you want? What are you afraid of?"
1. "What do you think will happen next?"

Groups share out. Debrief with: "Where does the Timucua witness's perspective fit into the story of European rivalry over Florida?"

	▶  Assessment
Written exit ticket: "Why did Spain destroy Fort Caroline? Use at least TWO reasons — one related to territory, one related to religion."




	DAY
8
	UNIT 2 — European Exploration & Colonization of Florida
St. Augustine — America's Oldest City
Standard: SS.4.A.3.1, SS.4.A.1.1



	Objective
	Students will explain the founding of St. Augustine, its significance as America's oldest city, and add it to the class timeline.

	Duration
	60 minutes

	Materials
	St. Augustine founding timeline strips, images of Castillo de San Marcos, virtual tour links (optional), class timeline

	Vocabulary
	settlement, founding, presidio, fortification, Castillo de San Marcos, heritage



	LESSON OUTLINE



	🔔  Hook  (5 min)



Fun Fact: "Did you know that a city right here in Florida is older than Plymouth Rock? It's older than the Mayflower. It's older than Jamestown. St. Augustine, Florida — founded in 1565 — is the OLDEST continuously occupied European city in the United States. Let's find out how it started."

	📖  Direct Instruction + Virtual Tour  (20 min)



1. September 8, 1565: Pedro Menéndez de Avilés officially founds St. Augustine
1. Purpose: Military base to protect Spain's Florida territory and Caribbean shipping lanes from rivals
1. First permanent European settlement in what is now the United States
1. Grew slowly — had about 1,000 residents by the early 1600s
1. Castillo de San Marcos: Stone fort built 1672–1695 to defend St. Augustine from English attacks — it still stands today
1. St. Augustine survived English attacks (Francis Drake burned it in 1586), but was rebuilt
1. Today: St. Augustine is a major Florida city and tourist destination, with streets, buildings, and place names reflecting its Spanish heritage

	▶  Virtual Tour Option
If technology is available, use Google Maps Street View to 'walk' students through the Castillo de San Marcos and St. Augustine's historic district. Students can see the actual 450-year-old fort. This is a powerful way to connect the past to the present.



	✏️  Timeline Activity  (25 min)



Students add St. Augustine's founding to the class running timeline (which started with Native peoples in Unit 1). They also complete the following individually:
1. Draw and label a mini timeline of Unit 2 events so far (at least 6 events with dates)
1. Circle the event you think was most important and write one sentence explaining why

	▶  Connection to Today
Ask: 'Why do you think Florida's history matters today? What evidence from the past can you still see in Florida right now?' Students may mention: Spanish place names (Tampa, Pensacola, St. Augustine), the Castillo de San Marcos, the Seminole Tribe, the Everglades.
